plano de lideranca e agdo. Oferece aos participantes um programa académico,
desvinculado de diploma de graduacao, em uma faculdade da comunidade americana,
projetado para desenvolver as habilidades técnicas dos participantes em campos
aplicados, melhorar suas capacidades de lideranca e fortalecer sua proficiéncia na
lingua inglesa, além de possibilitar oportunidades de estagios profissionais,

aprendizagem de servigos e engajamento comunitario.
